Whereas it is expedient to make better provision for the regulation of the profession and practice of pharmacy 

and for that purpose to constitute Pharmacy Councils. The PCI was constituted on 9 August 1949 under section 

3 of the Pharmacy Act. 

Objectives: Regulation of the Pharmacy Education in the Country for the purpose of registration as a 

pharmacist under the Pharmacy Act. Regulation of Profession and Practice of Pharmacy.
